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	In Situ Sample Measurement Guidance

When choosing a site to collect In Situ measurements:

Sampling should be conducted only in undisturbed environments.

Choose the largest plots of land, as practical, to ensure there is a minimum radius around the detector of 5 meters, larger is better
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	Photograph the detector to show the wider environment around the sampling site, if available

	If you are unable to find the ideal location close to where your instruction told you to collect a sample, collect the sample and record all the issues.  

Then proceed to an ideal location and collect a second sample.
Photograph the detector to show the wider environment around the sampling site, if available
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	Example of Non representative  Environments
	Drop Off or (Discontinuity) and unknown when the Disturbed Soil happened
	Avoid tilled fields, pavement, and vegetation-pavement transition

Culvert or (Discontinuity) and unknown when the Disturbed Soil happened
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	Pole and culvert too close.  If road is open to traffic .Unknown undisturbed deposition present
